To help reduce
outdoor use, DWU wants to show residents that beautiful landscaping and water conservation can go hand-in-hand,” said Carole Davis, DWU
conservation program manager. “The Water-Wise Garden Tour demonstrates that residents can ‘go green by saving blue,” and keep their
yards looking great, while saving water time, money and energy.”

Saving water outdoors is a key element of DWU's plan to ensure there is an ample supply of water for future generations. Since the
implementation of the Save Dallas Water campaign, Dallas residents’ efforts have saved an estimated 70 billion gallons of water since 2001.
